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Dear Indiana Mayflower members, 
      As Iôm sitting down to write this message, Iôm beginning to 
feel the crisp autumn air as I head into work and know that our 
days are getting shorter and that soon weôll be together again in        
November.  Thanksgiving is a time I spend each year with my 
family doing the familiar things Iôve done since childhood.  Since 
I became a member, Iôve added one annual tradition to spend time 
thinking about our Pilgrim Heritage and the importance of passing 
it onto the next generation.  
    I had a special visit to Plymouth in September to represent     
Indiana at the triennial GSMD Congress.  While there I had the 
honor of taking a day trip to the Massachusetts State House with 
some fellow Mayflower descendants to view Governor William 
Bradfordôs original manuscript Of Plimoth Plantation.  This      
collection of papers which were later bound into book form, 
chronicled the history of the first 25 years of the colony.  The book 
was opened to the first two pages of passengers on the Mayflower 

voyage.  The sense of connection looking at something written by my ancestor and reading the names 
of my 12 ancestors that took that perilous trip across the Atlantic to separate from the Church of Eng-
land and found a colony was surreal.  While Iôve seen a few artifacts that were owned or made by one 
of my ancestors (and not just my Mayflower ones), nothing prepared me how grateful I would feel 
that he was an educated man and had the foresight to allow future generations to have a window into 
the lives of these brave men, women and children.  We had one hour for 30 of us view the document 
in a special case that periodically you had to push a button to turn on lights within the case to mini-
mize damage to the delicate object.  Most people took a photo and looked at it for a few seconds and 
that was enough.  I made sure to take pictures at different angles to minimize the glare from the near-
by window, pictures of each of my passengerôs families, and pictures with me and my mom looking 
at the pages.  Toward the end I was able to just stand there and look the defining object of Plimoth 
Colonyôs history and realize how lucky I am to be here viewing it.  If you would like to see a digital 
version of the entire original Of Plimoth Plantation or just the List of Passengers, the Mayflower 
Compact or the telling of 1621 Thanksgiving, it is online at the State Library of Massachusetts Of 
Plimoth Plantation : manuscript, 1630-1650 (state.ma.us).  This was truly a once in a lifetime moment 
and I hope one day each of you get a   similar experience with one of your ancestors. 

We have a fabulous speaker coming to our Fall meeting --- Kathryn Haueisen, who is a   de-
scendant of William Brewster and the author of Mayflower Chronicles: The Tale of Two Cultures 
and Mary Brewster's Love Life.  Iôm excited to hear her speak on the lives of the Pilgrims.  She will 
have books for sale and be doing a book signing after the meeting.  I actually met her serendipitously 
in the elevator at the John Carver Inn in September and she is very excited to spend time with some 
cousins.
